22/04235/LDC Church Cottages Knutsford Road CW9 6JW - Double storey rear extension and single storey side extension (Nov). [Related cases 22/01823/FUL approved Nov 2022, 20/04527/FUL withdrawn]
22/03808/FUL Nook House Nook Lane CW9 6LA - External Balcony to Residential Annex with new first floor door to access PWG 16/12/22: The Parish Council has no objection. There is no potential for overlooking as the nearest neighbour is some distance away. However that is not clear from the submission: elevations do not show the wall height or distance to the neighbours property and there is a comment on the proposed site plan saying "existing retaining wall level change” which is not clear. Secondly, planning may want to check that the extended footprint from this and other developments is within guidelines.
